
The Markle Evangeline Residence is situated in 

delightful Greenwich Village, one of the safest 

and prettiest areas in New York. The residence 

is a short subway ride from Kaplan Aspect 

New York. It is also within walking distance 

of shops, banks, libraries, parks and subway 

stops. The Markle is an international residence 

operated by the Salvation Army for business 

and professional women, graduate and 

undergraduate college students and senior 

citizens. 

The facility includes shared rooms with private 

bathrooms, 2 meals a day, telephone, full-time 

security staff, housekeeping services, laundry 

facilities, library, rooftop garden and on-site 

maintenance services.

Accommodation details

Type of accommodation
All rooms are twin and have a private 
bathroom. The accommodation is half 
board.

Meals
Two meals a day (breakfast and dinner) 
are included. Lunch is a-la-Carte and 
available for an additional fee.  

Kitchen
There are no kitchens in this building. 
There is 1 microwave in the lobby of the 
building for students to use.

Rooms
Rooms include bed, desk, chair, closet, 
dresser. Some of the smaller rooms only 
have 1 desk or 1 dresser, but most have 
1 item per student.

Bathrooms 
The bathrooms are ensuite. They consist 
of a full tub, toilet and sink.

Lounge area
Lounge areas are located on the 4th 
floor and are comfortably furnished. TV 
viewing and cultural programmes are 
conducted on a regular basis.

Utilities
Electricity, gas and water are included in 
the accommodation fee. The Electrical 
Current is 110/120 volts. Students from 
some countries will require a transformer 
or adaptor. Air Conditioner rental is 
available for additional fee.

Internet and phone
Each room has its own phone and 
outgoing calls can be made by setting up 
an account with the residence hall. This 
can be done at the front desk. internet is 
available in the first floor lobby/lounge 
area at a fee. $3 for 10 hours. Students 
buy access codes at the front desk. Also 
wireless Internet is available in Café, 
Lounge and Library for an additional fee.

Laundry
There is a laundry room located in the 
residence. Students are responsible for 
providing their own soap and there is 
also a small fee for usage.

Security and keys
Admittance to the foyer is by buzzer to the 
right of the front door. Desk clerk will buzz 
students in and ask for I.D. when entering 
the building. Security Guards are on duty 
from 12 midnight to 8:00 am.  There is a 
24-hour coverage and no curfew.

Linens and towels
Clean linen, towels and bedding are 
provided upon arrival but students are 
responsible for keeping them clean. A 
maid service is provided once a week. 
Students are requested to keep their 
rooms tidy during the remainder of the 
week.

Visitors
Visitors are allowed during the day. To 
arrange for an overnight stay, please 
contact the front desk.

Noise and restrictions
Students are requested to be considerate 
to their neighbours and keep noise levels 
to a minimum especially after 10 pm.

Availability
The Markle Evangeline Residence is 
available year round to women aged 18 
and over. Please check availability. 
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
