Self catering, fully furnished student

Meals

The residence is self catering with
cooking facilities available. Local grocery
stores and eateries are nearby.

Kitchen/cooking facilities
Kitchen facilities are available in each
suite. Students are responsible for
providing their own dishes and utensils,
and maintaining general tidiness. There
is plenty of storage space for residents’
use.

Rooms
Single rooms with a bed, closet, desk,
and dressers.

Bathrooms

Dormitory-style shared bathroom and
shower facilities. There are four sinks,
2 toilets and 2 showers in each suite,
shared by 10 residents.

Utilities

Electricity, gas and water are included in
the accommodation fee. The Electrical
Current is 110/120 volts. Students from
some countries will require a transformer
or adaptor.

Internet and phone

All bedrooms are equipped with free
high speed wireless internet. Students
also have access to a fully wired
computer centre featuring PCs with
printers, fax machine and scanner. A
nominal fee for using the printer and
scanner is charged. Only internal phones
are located in student rooms. There is
a house phone is located in each suite.
Pay phones are situated in each house
lounge on the 1st Floor.

Laundry

Coin-operated washers and dryers are
available in the laundry room. There is
also a change machine located in the
laundry room. The cost for washing is
$1.50, drying is $1.50.

Security and keys

The front door has a guard. International
House ID card is used at front door. One
key per student; Locked out $1 fee for
guard to open door. $40 lost key fee.

Bed linen and towels

The residence provides mattresses,
bedspreads, pillows, and blankets.
Students are responsible for cleaning.
Common areas, kitchens, restrooms
are cleaned daily Monday - Friday by
the staff. Students responsibilities are
to maintain general tidiness and clean
individual rooms.
